Unit Project: Cellular Cereal Box & Advertisement
Throughout the unit we will be discussing the organelles and processes mainly associated with plant and animal cells. As an extension activity, you will complete a project highlighting another TYPE of cell. For your project you will research your cell type and construct a cereal box advertising a cereal that is related to your type of cell. Just as a cereal box has six sides, your project will have six “sides.”  When making your cereal box of cells, consult the professionals, Cap’n Crunch, Kellogg’s, and Post.  

You will share your cereal box (15 oz. or larger) with your own “breakfast club” on February 9, 2017.

 The requirements for this project are listed below:

FRONT OF CEREAL BOX: 

Use the front of your cereal box to “showcase” your cell. You should include nice graphics that show your cell, catchy slogans that relate to your cell’s function, your cereal’s title displayed in an artsy way. You should have a clever manufacturer’s symbol as well. 
BACK OF CEREAL BOX: 

This side will represent the interactive part of your project. Many cereals have word searches, puzzles, riddles, graphic organizers, etc. that convey content in an entertaining way. You should place promotional items on the back that connect the cereal to cellular biology topics in a fun way. Include a graphic organizer comparing and contrasting your cell to one of the types that is most closely related to yours. Also, include a puzzle of some kind incorporating pertinent (cell-specific) vocabulary (AT LEAST TEN WORDS) for YOUR cell. 
THIN SIDE ONE OF CEREAL BOX: 
Just as every cereal box has a list of nutritional facts and ingredients, use one of the thin sides of the cereal box to display facts, dates related to discovery or significant research, places, names, organelles, and processes that are important to your cell. Places and names should be relevant to the discovery, major research, or scientists who did work with your cell.  Please DON’T just list names, dates, and places.  Give some detail as to the importance of each for credit.
THIN SIDE TWO OF CEREAL BOX: 

On this side you will have a chance to elaborate on some interesting facts that you have discovered about your cell.  Include, but you are not limited to, the processes that your cell performs, descriptions of common diseases associated with your cell, different organisms that the cell is found in as well as important functions and current research related to your cell. Explain what would happen to the organism your cell is a part of if your cell malfunctioned or were missing.  You should summarize the interesting information related to your cell in 3-4 well-written paragraphs using an appropriate font size (Times New Roman 12 pt. font would be ideal, however, if you need to use Times New Roman 10pt font to fit it as well as maybe a graphic, that is fine). Grammar and spelling are VERY important. Use this side to basically tell the “story” of your cell. Be sure to summarize any information you have researched and do not plagiarize. Any plagiarism (on any side of the project) will result in a grade of 0, parental notification and a conduct grade of unsatisfactory on your report card. Please distinguish between paragraphs and don’t forget to indent!
BOTTOM OF THE CEREAL BOX: 

This is where you will list the sources (minimum of 3) that you used and a brief summary regarding what information EACH source yielded. I should be able to type the URL and go directly to the page you used. Your citation should be in APA format. Feel free to utilize the following website (http://www.bibme.org) to help you format your sources. Failure to provide citations for your resources will result in a grade of no more than 50%.  Wikipedia is NOT a valid scientific source so it should NOT be used as such! 

TOP OF THE CEREAL BOX: 

Please place your name, due date, period, and TOPIC on the INSIDE flap of the top, but do not seal the top of the box since you will be placing several items inside the box. Feel free to decorate the top flaps as they would be for a normal cereal box, using your cell’s graphics.

INSIDE THE BOX: 

Find or make a trinket that would represent a prize that some how symbolizes a key topic/idea related to your cell. Provide a tiny description as to how the trinket applies (or place the description on the front or back of the box in a promotional way). 
ALSO, print the internet materials you used to complete this project. Highlight the portions of the sources that were utilized in your project. Each source printed and placed in the box should have a reference on the bottom where your sources are cited. – THESE MUST BE PLACED INSIDE YOUR BOX.
“BREAKFAST CLUB” PRESENTATIONS –Tuesday, February 14, 2017
On Tuesday , February 14 you will sit and share your cell type with your classmates. 
You will need to present your cell cereal in the same manner as a commercial advertising it. You should be an EXPERT on your cell and should not have to READ any information. You will be graded on your presentation, how much it’s like an advertisement, as well as how easily you talk about and answer questions regarding your cell.
